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The bouldering at this end of the crag isn’t fully developed and does not offer as much scope as the rich pickings at the Murlough end of the crag. However, there is much scope for more development, if the enthusiasm is there. The landings can be rough so it is best go with spotters and bring as many mats as you can get a hold of.
